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Lent is a Time to Return to God

The readings of this third Sunday of Lent remind us that lent is a time of conversion. We must change our ways and turn to God
who is full of mercy. The first reading from the book of Exodus tells us about Moses’ calling to liberate God’s people from the
slavery of Egypt. God reveals his name to Moses as Yahweh (“I AM WHO I AM”) and assures him of His divine presence with
His people and of His awareness of their sufferings in Egypt. Repentance is our human response to God’s invitation to be part
of his plan of salvation. Our Responsorial Psalm (Ps 103), reminds us of God’s unfailing mercy: “Merciful and gracious is the
Lord, slow to anger and abounding in kindness.” The time is now to come back to God, to live out the spirit of lent as a journey
of liberation from sin that leads us to Easter. The second reading warns us that our merciful God is also a just God. Paul reminds
the Christians of Corinth that they must learn from the sad experience of the unfaithful Israelites in the desert who were pun-
ished for their sins. God’s mercy does not exclude justice, but his justice is to judge us with mercy and kindness. We must free
ourselves from our sinful ways and idolatry through prayer, fasting, and almsgiving.

The Gospel of St Luke (Lukel3:1-9) explains how Jesus invites his listeners to repent of their sins, to renew their lives, and to
produce the fruits of the Holy Spirit. Citing two tragic events, Jesus exhorts the Jews to repent and reform their lives. With the
parable of the barren fig tree, Jesus also warns them that the merciful God will not put up with them indefinitely. Although God
patiently waits for sinners to repent, giving them grace to do so, He will not wait forever. Time may run out; therefore, timely
repentance is necessary. Hence, one can say, “A Lent missed is a year lost from the spiritual life.” We need to make the best use
of the “second chances” God gives us. During this Lent, we are given another chance to repent and return to our Heavenly Fa-
ther’s love through the sacrament of reconciliation.

In the parish news, we’ve finished replacing the floor of the sanctuary, and it looks beautiful. Thank you for supporting this pro-
ject with your suggestions, prayers and financial contributions through the Winner A Day Raffle. We will keep you informed
about the next project. The Lenten retreats (Spanish and English) were a success. I’'m deeply grateful to the parishioners who
sponsored, attended or served in the retreats. I exhort you to continue our spiritual journey of Lent by participating in the Sun-
day Masses, the Stations of the Cross, holy hour of adoration on Thursdays, as well as your frequent visits to the Blessed Sacra-
ment and family prayers. May this Sunday bring us closer to God through our daily conversion and prayerful life.

La Cuaresma es tiempo de retorno a Dios

Las lecturas de este tercer domingo de Cuaresma nos recuerdan que la Cuaresma es tiempo de conversion. Debemos cambiar
nuestro camino y recurrir a Dios, lleno de misericordia. La primera lectura del libro del Exodo nos habla del llamado de Moisés
a liberar al pueblo de Dios de la esclavitud de Egipto. Dios le revela su nombre a Moisés como Yahvé («YO SOY El QUE
SOY») y le asegura su presencia divina con su pueblo y su conocimiento de sus sufrimientos en Egipto. El arrepentimiento es
nuestra respuesta humana a la invitacion de Dios a formar parte de su plan de salvacion. Nuestro Salmo Responsorial (Sal 103)
nos recuerda la inagotable misericordia de Dios: «Misericordioso y clemente es el Sefior, lento a la ira y rico en misericordiay.
Es ahora el momento de volver a Dios, de vivir el espiritu de la Cuaresma como un camino de liberacion del pecado que nos
conduce a la Pascua. La segunda lectura nos advierte que nuestro Dios misericordioso es también un Dios justo. Pablo recuerda
a los cristianos de Corinto que deben aprender de la triste experiencia de los israelitas infieles en el desierto, quienes fueron cas-
tigados por sus pecados. La misericordia de Dios no excluye la justicia, pero su justicia consiste en juzgarnos con misericordia y
bondad. Debemos liberarnos de nuestros caminos pecaminosos y de la idolatria mediante la oracion, el ayuno y la limosna.

El Evangelio de San Lucas (Lucas 13:1-9) explica como Jesus invita a sus oyentes a arrepentirse de sus pecados, renovar sus
vidas y producir los frutos del Espiritu Santo. Citando dos sucesos tragicos, Jests exhorta a los judios a arrepentirse y reformar
sus vidas. Con la parabola de la higuera estéril, Jesus también les advierte que el Dios misericordioso no los soportard in-
definidamente. Aunque Dios espera pacientemente a que los pecadores se arrepientan, dandoles la gracia para hacerlo, no es-
perara eternamente. El tiempo puede agotarse; por lo tanto, el arrepentimiento oportuno es necesario. Por lo tanto, se puede de-
cir: «Una Cuaresma perdida es un afio perdido de vida espiritual». Necesitamos aprovechar al maximo las «segundas oportuni-
dades» que Dios nos da. Durante esta Cuaresma, recibimos otra oportunidad para arrepentirnos y volver al amor de nuestro Pa-
dre Celestial a través del sacramento de la reconciliacion.

En las noticias de la parroquia, hemos terminado de reemplazar el piso del santuario y se ve hermoso. Gracias por apoyar este
proyecto con sus sugerencias, oraciones y contribuciones financieras a través del sorteo «Ganador del Dia». Los mantendremos
informados sobre el proximo proyecto. Los retiros de Cuaresma (en espafiol e inglés) fueron un €xito. Estoy profundamente
agradecido a los feligreses que patrocinaron, asistieron o sirvieron en los retiros. Los exhorto a continuar nuestro camino espir-
itual de Cuaresma participando en las misas dominicales, el Via Crucis, la hora santa de adoracion los jueves, asi como en sus
frecuentes visitas al Santisimo Sacramento y oraciones en familia. Que este domingo nos acerque a Dios a través de nuestra
conversion diaria y nuestra vida de oracion.

me to bring glad tidings to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and recovery of sight to the
blind, to let the oppressed go free, and to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.”

Ano Santo en el Nuevo Testamento

En el Nuevo Testamento, Jesus se presenté como quien completo el antiguo Jubileo, pues vino a predicar el
afno de la gracia del Senor.

March 23, 2025 - 3™ Sunday of Lent John 4:5-42

My childhood best friend was Xander Price. He was the fastest runner in school, an excellent baseball player and
Jewish. Though his family wasn’t intensely religious, | felt totally at home with them despite our religious differences.
Everything about their Judaism seemed to undergird and strengthen my own experience of being a Catholic. | knew
they didn’t believe in Jesus like my family did, but | intuited somehow that Jesus was “hiding” in their religion. Like a
cat moving under a blanket, ready to emerge at any moment, the Lord was hidden there in a special way.

In the Gospel for this third Sunday of Lent, Jesus says, “For if you had believed Moses, you would have believed
me, for he wrote of me” (John 5:46). Stunning words, those Moses wrote about Jesus. The way therefore that we
come to know and believe in Jesus is to discover him lurking in Moses’ writings. The Hebrew Scripture is the wonder-
ful womb in which Jesus gestates within a host of images: Adam, Isaac, David, Melchizedek, the Temple, sacrificed
lambs, prophets and so on. Right now, soon-to-be baptized people are carefully studying where Jesus is in the writ-
ings of Moses, so that they may believe in him. This works for all of us, too, who wish to deepen our knowledge and
love of Jesus.

Lenten challenge: Take some time to prayerfully study one of the images of Jesus listed above in the Old Testa-
ment. Identify which one you find compelling and consider why this is so. If you don’t know where to start, begin with
the prophet Jeremiah as an image of Jesus.
