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Church News 

Pro-Life Update May 2024 
There have been various studies conducted about the number of abortions since the U.S. Supreme Court reversed Roe v. Wade 

in June of 2022 and turned over the legality of abortion over to each state. The Institute of Labor Economics found that in the states which 
banned virtually all abortions after that ruling there were 32,000 more babies born in the first six months of 2023 than would have been 
expected. See  https://docs.iza.org/dp16608.pdf.  That is no mere statistic. Rather, it means that there are 32,000 more babies alive in 
those states than there would have been had their legislatures not been able to protect them with effective laws. Nevertheless, abortions 
increased to some degree in other states possibly due to pregnant women traveling to other states with more permissive abortion laws 
and the increased availability of chemical abortions.  For more detail see our March, April, May and August 2023 Pro-life Updates regard-
ing the Federal Food and Drug Administration’s regulations on prescriptions for abortion pills. We should offer prayers of thanksgiving for 
the lives saved in certain states and pray that other states will join them.  In your prayerful meditations please also consider the fol-
lowing news items. The latest Annual Report issued by Planned Parenthood noted that in 2022-2023 it performed 392,715 abortions, as-
sisted 15,000 people with abortion related travel costs, and 50,000 for the cost of their abortions. The European Union (EU) Parliament 
has voted in favor of including access to abortion in the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights.   

On April 2, 2024 the Vatican Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith issued a 25 page Declaration “Dignitas Infinita” on Human 
Dignity. It was approved by Pope Francis and included, among other topics, a previous statement by the Pope that “the dignity of every 
human being has an intrinsic character and is valid from the moment of conception until natural death.”  The Declaration further stated 
that Pope John Paul II wrote; “[a]mong all the crimes that can be committed against life, procured abortion has characteristics making it 
particularly serious and deplorable.” See https://press.vatican.va/content/salastampa/en/bollettino/pubblico/2024/04/08/240408c.html .  

Over 1,000 people Marched for Life in Springfield, Illinois on April 17, 2024. In previous years, this March  occurred in Chicago 
but this year it was moved to the State Capital to be closer to the Illinois Legislature which has passed a number of pro-abortion bills over 
the past few years.

May 26, 2024 - The Most Holy Trinity 
 Once I was at a meeting with representatives of various religions. On a coffee break, a man from another religion mused to me: 
“You know, with all our differences, all religions are really about being good people.” I lowered my cappuccino and said as warmly as I could, 
“That’s not what mine’s about.” His quizzical look begged for clarification. “Mine is about plunging into the life of God,” I said. 
Just before Jesus ascends into heaven, he commands the eleven apostles, “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them 
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you; and behold, I am 
with you always, until the end of the age.” (Matthew 28:19-20). The word “baptize” means “to immerse in, to plunge into.” It presupposes the 
use of water. But what does it mean to be immersed in God’s name? In the Bible, God’s name is identical to God Himself. So, to be baptized 
into water, using Jesus’ formula, is to be plunged into the life of God. Said another way, it is to die with Jesus and rise with him as a member 
of his body. 
 The Trinity isn’t a doctrine simply to accept and ponder. It’s more like an ocean: a mystery into which we are baptized … inserted, 
immersed, dunked, plunged. Baptism gives us power to live our lives as beloved children of God, patterned after Jesus himself, who is always 
with us, until the end of the ages. Hardly the same as being good people. Stranger, but much better. — Father John Muir  ©LPi
