In today’s First Reading from the Book of Jeremiah, we are reminded that no human being is worthy of total trust, but only 

God. In whom or what do we really put our trust? Many of us trust in the things we have: relationships, possessions, money, 
job, etc. But how long they will last? That’s why Jeremiah is telling us that only God is worthy of our trust because God lasts 
forever.  

We need to use things of this world, but we need to be good stewards. How do we use whatever little or much we have 
received? Are we selfish and use it as if everything has to be for me? Do we share what we have with others, especially those 
who are most in need? Sometimes we believe that we are as valuable as the money or things we have. But at the end of our 
lives, what is going to matter is not what we had, but how we used what we had. 

In the Gospel we heard Luke’s version of the Beatitudes. Jesus is telling us: “blessed are you…” because he wants us to 
have unfulfilled needs, not to be completely satisfied of this world, because then, “…our reward will be great in heaven.” He 
is saying “woe to you…” because sometimes we fill ourselves with everything here on earth, and then, in eternal life, we will 
suffer forever. Let us ask the Lord to give us the wisdom to always have unsatisfied needs by choice, so that we may share 
what we have with those who are less fortunate than us. 

Next weekend, we are invited to support our Archdioceses of Chicago with the 2019 Annual Catholic Appeal. We will 
listen to the voice of our bishop, Cardinal Blase Cupich inviting us to go, and follow Jesus, and share the Word. I hope you 
would be able to support this campaign to assist the different ministries the Archdiocese has in parishes and the greater 
Chicagoland. May the Lord reward your generosity.
