2024 Annual Catholic Appeal

Next week is Commitment Sunday for the 2024 Annual Catholic Appeal in the Archdiocese of Chi-
cago. This year’s theme is Together at the Table. The theme draws together three important movements
at work in the Church today: the call to synodality or walking together on the road with Jesus and each
other, the call to the national Eucharistic Revival or coming to the table and altar of the Lord’s sacrifice,
and—finally—the call to continue fostering together the spiritual revitalization of our parishes. The minis-
try of Jesus and his saving death and resurrection were directed to bringing us together at the table of his
heavenly Father in the Kingdom. That movement of his mission and ministry is evident in today’s gospel.

In this year of Mark’s gospel, today’s passage is drawn from chapter one and describes in a snap-

shot a typical day in the life of Jesus. He is immersed in the lives of broken people who are ill, like Peter’s
mother-in-law, people who were dominated by evil spirits, people who needed a word of hope, the good
news. Jesus cures the sick, casts out demonic spirits, and he proclaims the good news.
The Annual Catholic Appeal enables us to be together with Jesus and with each other as we serve the
needs of others. There are envelopes and brochures available for you in the back of church for you to
take on your way out. Across the next week, reflect, pray, and ask yourself how you can help bring peo-
ple together at the table by supporting your brothers and sisters who make the journey with you. Consider
as concretely and specifically as you can how your contribution of time, talent, and treasure will help you
to do this. Prepare to make a commitment next weekend. The Eucharist we are about to celebrate gath-
ers us together at the Lord’s table, the altar of his Eucharistic sacrifice. It is a foretaste of that heavenly
feast when, one day, by God’s grace we will be forever together with the Lord and each other.

La proxima semana es el Domingo de Compromiso para la Campana Catélica Anual de 2024 en
la Arquidiocesis de Chicago.

Esta inmerso en la vida de personas destrozadas y
enfermas, como la suegra de Pedro, personas dominadas por espiritus malignos, personas que necesit-
aban una palabra de esperanza, una buena nueva. Jesus cura a los enfermos, expulsa los espiritus
demoniacos y proclama la buena nueva. La Campana Catdélica Anual nos permite estar junto a Jesus y
unos con otros mientras atendemos las necesidades de los demas. Hay sobres y folletos disponibles en
la parte trasera de la iglesia para que los lleve al salir. Durante la proxima semana, reflexiona, ora y
preguntate como puedes ayudar a reunir a las personas en la mesa apoyando a tus hermanos y her-
manas que hacen el viaje contigo. Considere o mas concreta y especificamente posible como su con-
tribucion de tiempo, talento y tesoro le ayudara a lograrlo. Preparese para comprometerse el proximo fin
de semana.
