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SUNDAY OF THE WORD OF GOD:
'A DAY OF AWAKENING'

Pope Francis institut-
ed 'The Sunday of the Word of God' to
be held every year on the third Sunday
of Ordinary Time, with the Apostolic
Letter in the form of a Motu proprio
"Aperuit illis" issued on 30 September
2019 in the Feast of Saint Jerome, the
man who translated most of the Bible
into Latin, and who famously said:
"Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of
Christ". In 2021, it will be celebrated
on January 24th.

The Pope intended it to be a day dedi-
cated to the celebration, reflection and
dissemination of the Word.

Importance of Sacred Scripture in our Lives

A note released by the Congregation for Divine Worship and
the Discipline of the Sacraments, and signed by the prefect,
Cardinal Robert Sarah, explains that The Sunday of the
Word of God is a means to help people “reawaken an
awareness of the importance of Sacred Scripture for our
lives as believers, beginning with its resonance in the liturgy
which places us in living and permanent dialogue with God.”

It adds that the day is also "a good opportunity to reread
some ecclesial documents, especially the Praenotanda of
the Ordo Lectionum Missae."

The note itself is divided into ten points, the first of which
points out that “through the proclaimed biblical readings in
the liturgy, God speaks to his people and Christ himself pro-
claims his Gospel.” It indicates that “One of the ritual possi-
bilities suitable for this Sunday could be the entrance pro-
cession with the Book of the Gospels or simply placing the
Book of the Gospels on the altar.”

The document then specifies that the biblical readings ar-
ranged by the Church in the Lectionary should not be re-
placed or suppressed, and that versions of the Bible ap-
proved for liturgical use should be used.

"The proclamation of the
texts of the Lectionary con-
stitutes a bond of unity be-
tween all the faithful who
hear them," says the note,
which also recommends
the singing of the Respon-
sorial Psalm.

Importancia de la Sagrada Escritura en nuestra vida

Una nota difundida por la Congregacion para el Culto Divino
y la Disciplina de los Sacramentos, y firmada por el prefecto,
el cardenal Robert Sarah, explica que el domingo de la
Palabra de Dios es un medio para ayudar a las personas a
“despertar la conciencia de la importancia de los sagrados
Escritura para nuestra vida de creyentes, comenzando por
su resonancia en la liturgia que nos coloca en un dialogo
vivo y permanente con Dios ”.

Agrega que el dia también es "una buena oportunidad para
releer algunos documentos eclesiales, especialmente el
Praenotanda de la Ordo Lectionum Missae".

La nota en si esta dividida en diez puntos, el primero de los
cuales sefiala que “a través de las lecturas biblicas proclam-
adas en la liturgia, Dios habla a su pueblo y Cristo mismo
proclama su Evangelio”. Indica que “Una de las posi-
bilidades rituales aptas para este domingo podria ser la pro-
cesion de entrada con el Libro de los Evangelios o simple-
mente colocar el Libro de los Evangelios en el altar”.

El documento luego especifica que las lecturas biblicas or-
ganizadas por la Iglesia en el Leccionario no deben ser
reemplazadas ni suprimidas, y que deben usarse versiones
de la Biblia aprobadas para uso litargico.

"La proclamacion de los textos del Leccionario constituye un
vinculo de unidad entre todos los fieles que los escuchan",
dice la nota, que también recomienda el canto del Salmo
Responsorial.

CARDINAL BLASE J. CUPICH ENCOURAGES EVERYONE TO
GET VACCINATED AGAINST COVID-19

Cardinal Blase J. Cupich, archbishop of Chicago, and

other local clergy were invited by Guy A. Medaglia, presi-
dent and chief executive officer of Saint Anthony Hospital,
to receive their vaccinations against COVID-19 as part of
the hospital’s campaign to combat vaccine. By agreeing to
be vaccinated, Cardinal Cupich wants to encourage every-
one to get vaccinated against COVID-19. His endorsement
of the campaign for immunizations follows a statement
from the Vatican stating COVID-19 vaccines are a morally
acceptable means of promoting the common good amid
the global pandemic.
“I am grateful to Saint Anthony Hospital for their efforts to
build confidence in this vaccination and to Pope Francis for
his clear moral guidance on the COVID-19 vaccines,” said
Cardinal Cupich. “The pandemic has devastated families
and communities around the world, particularly the poor
and marginalized. The vaccines offer a ray of hope that the
world will unite in our common humanity to bring about
health and healing. Faith leaders must now step forward
and encourage everyone to get vaccinated.”

Some vaccines against the SARS-CoV-2 virus, which

causes COVID-19, were developed by using cell lines origi-
nating from fetal tissue obtained in the 1960s. This has
raised morality questions, which the Vati-
can’s Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith clarified by
stating:
“the morality of vaccination depends not only on the duty to
protect one's own health, but also on the duty to pursue the
common good. In the absence of other means to stop or
even prevent the epidemic, the common good may recom-
mend vaccination, especially to protect the weakest and
most exposed.” The statement asserts that those who re-
fuse the vaccine for reasons of conscience, must avoid
transmitting the virus particularly to anyone who cannot be
vaccinated for medical or other reasons.

EL CARDENAL BLASE J. CUPICH ANIMA A TODOS A
VACUNARSE CONTRA EL COVID-19

El cardenal Blase J. Cupich, arzobispo de Chicago, y

otros clérigos locales fueron invitados por Guy A. Medaglia,
presidente y director ejecutivo del Hospital Saint Anthony,
para recibir sus vacunas contra el COVID-19 como parte de
la campana del hospital para combatir las dudas sobre las
vacunas. Al aceptar vacunarse, el cardenal Cupich quiere
alentar a todos a vacunarse contra COVID-19. Su respaldo
a la campafa de inmunizaciones sigue a una declaracion
del Vaticano que indica que las vacunas COVID-19 son un
medio moralmente aceptable para promover el bien comun
en medio de la pandemia mundial.
“Estoy agradecido al Hospital Saint Anthony por sus esfuer-
zos para generar confianza en esta vacuna y al Papa Fran-
cisco por su clara orientacion moral sobre las vacunas
COVID-19”, dijo el Cardenal Cupich. “La pandemia ha dev-
astado familias y comunidades de todo el mundo, especial-
mente a los pobres y marginados. Las vacunas ofrecen un
rayo de esperanza de que el mundo se unird en nuestra
humanidad comun para traer salud y curacién. Los lideres
religiosos ahora deben dar un paso adelante y alentar a to-
dos a vacunarse ".

Algunas vacunas contra el virus SARS-CoV-2, que causa

COVID-19, se desarrollaron utilizando lineas celulares origi-
nadas en tejido fetal obtenido en la década de 1960. Esto
ha planteado cuestiones de moralidad, que la Congregacion
para la Doctrina de la Fe del Vaticano aclaré al afirmar:
“La moralidad de la vacunacién depende no solo del deber
de proteger la propia salud, sino también del deber de
perseguir el bien comun. En ausencia de otros medios para
detener o incluso prevenir la epidemia, el bien comun puede
recomendar la vacunacion, especialmente para proteger a
los mas débiles y expuestos ”. La declaraciéon afirma que
quienes rechacen la vacuna por razones de conciencia,
deben evitar transmitir el virus, especialmente a quienes no
puedan ser vacunados por razones médicas o de otro tipo.
